The Academic Center for Excellence (ACE), 

commonly called the ACE lab is located in the 
Tech building on the Luna Community College 
campus and provides computer access, tutoring 
for STEM courses, as well as information on 
internships, scholarships and research opportuni-
ties in the sciences. The center is in the heart of 
the STEM department and casual student-
instructor interaction in this environment is fre-
quent and makes for a productive study environ-
ment.  

We welcome all students of the LCC com-
munity; you do not need to be a STEM major to 
visit the ACE Lab! In addition to traditional ac-
cess to tutors, the center follows the unique Sup-
plemental Instructor (SI) Model developed by 
Dr. Deanna Martin in 1973 at the University of 
Missouri at Kansas City. This model has proven 
to increase student performance and retention. SI 
targets traditionally difficult academic courses 
and provides regularly scheduled, out-of-class, 
peer facilitated sessions. 

The SI sessions are facilitated by Supple-
mental Instruction Leaders (SILs), who are LCC 
or NMHU consortium students and have mas-
tered the course, done well, and been identified 
by faculty as model students to act as SILs. Each 
SIL sits in a targeted course, take notes and es-
tablishes a peer relationship with the students in 
the classroom. The SIL’s participate in sched-
uled trainings led by the SI supervisor, to in-
crease the quality of the sessions. 

SI sessions are regularly scheduled outside 
the class and held at the ACE lab. They integrate 
how-to-learn with what-to-learn.
