Going to college is the best investment you can make. If
there is one secret to college success it would be to remem-
ber why you are here. Always keep your goal and dreams in
your mind throughout your whole college career. That not
only keeps you motivated, it also keeps you from being dis-
couraged. In addition to keeping your focus, there are sev-
eral ways to be a successful student. Having the right atti-
tude is a start; but are there any special techniques to suc-
ceed? Do you have to be smart or just persistent? These are
common questions to have and even a great way to start
thinking about your college career.

Even though there are no miracle answers, here are some
good strategies to help you achieve your goal.

Attendance — one of the best ways to be successful in
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college is to attend all classes. Although you will be tested
on material from the course text, most of the test questions
will come from lectures. Also, most instructors have an at-
tendance policy. If they don’t, they still are very much aware
of their students’ attendance and consider perfect attendance
as a serious student.

Some sug-
gestions for a great mentor are an instructor from the past or
present, experienced students, or people working in your
future field on or off campus.

on your part. That is what they are here for. They live to
help you, not make things hard on you. You can also take a
few minutes to talk with your instructor before or after class.
Ask a question on the material or check on your progress in
the course. This will also make you more comfortable to ask
for help when you really need it.

Stay up to date with your work — Easier said than done;
however, it is critical. You need to do each assignment before
you attend the next class. If you get behind in your reading,
you may never have time to catch up. The workload in col-
lege just increases as the semester progresses.

Be Self disciplined — know your personal responsibilities
such as manage your time, keep a calendar, schedule in a study
time, stay organized with your lecture notes and handouts,
review your notes, eat healthy, get enough rest, get to know
your college catalogue, and meet college deadlines. These are
all things you can do to help succeed during the semester.
The catch is that no one will tell you to do these things. You
have to be self disciplined.

A lot of students run into problems in college for reasons
that have nothing to do with their ability to handle the aca-
demics. They get into trouble because they are not prepared
for the numerous responsibilities that have suddenly been
thrust upon them. In other words, you don’t have to be “a
brain” to succeed in college; you have to have the persistence
and determination. What will help you carry out these five
suggestions is the persistence and what gives you the persis-
tence is remembering why you are here. An old Chinese
proverb states, ““Teachers open the door, you enter by your-
self.”

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Staying in shape important
to legendary coach
Larry Archuleta impressed with LCC Wellness Center

Larry Archuleta will be 66 years next month. But the legendary base- ' . l
ball coach still works out as if he were 36. \ -

Archuleta, who once played for the Los Angeles Dodgers organiza-
tion, is a student at Luna Community College as he is taking a self-
directed weightlifting class at the Gerald Ortega Wellness Center.

“I love it over here,” says Archuleta. “It’s one of the better facilities
I’ve ever been at. The people here are friendly, the atmosphere is great
and they keep the place very clean.”

Because Archuleta is over 55, a semester’s worth of workouts come
at a price tag of only $28. Anyone interested in registering for PE 112
and 113 on the main campus for this semester have until March 22 to do
so.

“I’'m a firm believer in staying fit and staying in shape,” says
Archuleta, who admits like many people, that he gained some weight
over Christmas break. “When I was coaching, there was nothing I
wouldn’t ask my kids do that I wouldn’t do. I would run sprints, do
crunches and lift weights with them every year until I retired.”

A 1965 Robertson High graduate, Archuleta was an all-state student-
athlete in football and baseball. He was also an all-district player in bas-
ketball. After playing one year for John Donnelly and the Highlands Uni-
versity baseball team, he was recruited to play for the Albuquerque
Dukes (now the Isotopes), an AA pro team under the Dodgers back
then.

“I was a shortstop and played some second base,” says Archuleta.

But like many young men during that era, Archuleta was drafted to
the Vietnam War.

“I was in the armed forces for two yeats but I never went to Viet-
nam, I got to play baseball for EUROSA (an all-star Army team in
Europe),” says Archuleta.

After this, he was back in Vegas and earned his bachelor’s and mas-
ter’s degree at Highlands. After a one year teaching and coaching stint at
Valley Junior High in El Valle, Archuleta spent the next 24 years at
Robertson.

“I loved being around young people and I didn’t want them to be
cheated in life,” says Archuleta. “ I made sure I taught them everything
they needed to be the best they could be and to believe they could com-
pete with anyone.”

His philosophy worked as his teams won five district championship
and were a regular at the state tournament. His team’s highest finish was
third in 1989.

And the legendary coach continues to compete—with his workouts.

“The motivational factor has to be within you,” says Archuleta. “You
have to sacrifice the time and diet; it’s not an easy thing. As you get older
