Is Phil Jackson the greatest coach of all time?

In The Washington Post, a commentary written by Michael Wilbon,
proclaiming Phil Jackson, of the Lakers, the greatest coach of all time,
got me thinking and to react. He said, “No coach ever won 10 NFL
Championships; no manager ever has
won 10 World Series; Jackson has won
10 of the last 19 NBA Championships
and didn’t even coach in two of these
seasons.”

What’s the old saying about,
“Comparing apples and oranges?”
How can you put all sports and
coaches in one category? What about
John Wooden of UCLA, who won 10
NCAA Championships in 12 seasons.
He did admit in his article that Phil
Jackson had great talent and had
coached two players, Michael Jordon
and Kobe Bryant to name a few, who
are considered in the all-time list of
greatest players.

In a recent article, I gave reasons why it is impossible to fairly com-
pare the great players of all-time. The only true comparison possible is
to judge them in the same eras they played against each other. Let’s
look at some of the great NBA coaches.

Red Auerbach: Auerbach coached the Boston Celtics and won
1,037 games and nine NBA titles (8 in a row). In 1967 he turned the
team over to Bill Russell who became a player-coach and led the Cel-
tics to two NBA titles. The question is would Red have won those
two titles, making it 10 championships in 11 years and a total of 11?
He coached in the NBA for 20 years.

Phil Jackson: Jackson had his first head coaching job in 1990 with
the Chicago Bulls. He has won 10 of the last 19 NBA championships
and still missed two seasons. He has won 832 games and has been a
big winner in Chicago and Los Angeles. Phil decided against becom-
ing a minister and signed with the Knicks, after staring at North Da-
kota under Coach Bill Fitch. In 1967, he was a second-round pick for
the Knicks. He played a total of 13 seasons, despite back problems
that still affect him today and he retired in 1980. Other great NBA

coaches we can discuss are Pat Riley, Chuck Daly, Jack Ramsey, Dick
Motta, Bill Fitch, Gene Shue, Lenny Wilkins, Red Holzman, Cotton
Fitzsimmons and Larry Brown.

I apologize for my humble attempt to name all the NBA coaching
greats, because as you can see, many are being left off this list. The
main point I am attempting to make is how do we rate the greatest
coaches?

Some reasons I feel it is impossible to do this are:

e The great coaches have had great talent. Red Auerbach was
named NBA Coach of the Year only one time. Does this
mean he had great talent or great teams? How do you equate
great talent to great coaches?

e  The NBA schedules have increased from in 1947, when the
NBA was organized and played schedules of 60 games to to-
day’s games of 82 regular season games and 20 plus playoff
games. If you play 30 to 40 more games a season, then the
good old days, shouldn’t the record be better in today’s game,
and is it a fair compatison? A good example in 1949, George
Mikan played in 60 games; in 2008 Kobe Bryant played in 82
regular season games and 21 playoff games, for a total of 103
games. Then how can you honestly compare the different eras
against each other.

e Increase of NBA teams from eight, in 1947 to 30 teams in
2009. Has the league been watered down with so many teams?
Is there enough talent to equalize 30 NBA teams?

e Coaching records from old ABA Leagues are not counted on
coaches records. Some great coaches like Larry Brown, lost
249 wins and Alex Hannum, lost 194 wins. Is this a fair prac-
tice when considering a total career and judging on total wins?

Again the practice of comparing and calling a coach the “Greatest
of All-Time” is not fair or justifiable. But it makes for good sports talk
and many great sports articles. Let the fans debate and the historians
record.

He coached at Our Lady of Sorrows High, Bernalillo High, Highlands
University and Robertson High. He also served three terms as the mayor of Las 1 egas.

LCC geology class takes fall field trip

The GEOL101 — Sutvey of Earth Science class fall field trip went
to Capulin Volcano and Clayton Lake State Park. Six students from
the class participated in the all day adventure to learn about the geol-
ogy of northeastern New Mexico on Saturday, Oct. 24.

At Capulin Volcano National Monument the students viewed a
video and listened to a lecture from patk staff on the history of
Capulin — a small cinder cone volcano that is part of the Raton-
Clayton volcanic field. Capulin is a well-preserved cinder cone volcano
that erupted between 62,000 and 56,000 years ago. Along with the
formation of the cinder cone, four lava flows emanated from the base
of the volcano which are easily distinguished from atop Capulin.

After the educational lecture at the Visitor’s Center, the students
and their professor drove up the volcano on the park road and hiked
around the rim of the volcano. From atop Capulin, many features of
the Raton-Clayton volcanic field are visible. There ate hundreds of
other cinder cones, volcanic vents, and lava flows in the area. One of
the most prominent features is Sierra Grande, a shield volcano that
stands over 3000 feet above the surrounding plains and is southeast of
Capulin.

Capulin is a relatively young volcano that is very well preserved.
The volcano is covered by scrub, pifion and juniper trees. The volcano

is home to mule deer, coyote, and bear. Capulin means “chokecherry’
in Spanish.

Further on to the east the class traveled to Clayton Lake State Park
to view 100 million year old dinosaur tracks preserved in the Dakota
Sandstone of the Cretaceous Period. Clayton Lake was formed after a
dam was built on Seneca Creek. The tracks preserved in the sandstone
wete revealed during a flood in the 1970’s that washed away ovetlying
rock in the spillway area next to the dam.

The tracks were made by dinosaurs traveling along the edge of
Western Interior Seaway that existed during the Cretaceous Period and
ran from the current day Gulf of Mexico to the Arctic Ocean. Many
locations of dinosaur tracks exist along the front range of the Rocky
Mountains from New Mexico to Montana, all from the same time
period during the Cretaceous. The trackways at Clayton Lake are one
of the best preserved in the United States. There are over 500 dinosaur
tracks presetved from an estimated 30 different species of dinosaur.

While the class learned specifically about Capulin and Clayton, they
also learned about the general geology of northeast New Mexico dur-
ing the drive. Students were amazed to learn about the dinosaur that
existed here about 20 million years before the Rocky Mountains were
in existence; a story told by the rocks of New Mexico.
