- On the day of your exam, please arrive 10 minutes early* to 

log in and purchase the exam.  The cost of the exam is $70.  

You will need to bring a debit/credit card to purchase the 



exam and a photo ID for identification verification.  No 

food or drinks are permitted in the testing site. A calculator 

is available in ATI and the proctor will provide paper and 

pencils for use during the exam.  All materials will be 

collected by the proctor before you leave the exam site.
